DEFINITIONS

1. ALLODIAL – Free ; not holden of any lord or superior. Owned without obligation of vasssalege or fealty.

2. FEALTY -  Fidelity: Allegieance to the feudal lord of the mannor. The obligation of the tenant to his lord.

3. FEE SIMPLE – A Fee Simple estate is one in which the owner is entitled to the entire property, with unconditional power of disposition during his lifetime.

4. DEED – A sealed instrument containing a contract or covenant. Usually used in conveying land.
5. LAND PATENT – A muniment of title issued by a government for a conveyance of some portion of the public domain.

6. MUNIMENT – Documentary evidence of a title to land.

7. LAND – In a most general sense comprehends ground, soil, earth or whatsoever including anything attached to it. Includes water, trees, herbage, and buildings.
8. PROPERTY -  The unrestricted and exclusive right to ownership of a thing. The right to own it, possess, use it and exclude  everyone else from interefering with it.
