NORTH CAROLINA DECISION

Judge Paul Ridgeway upheld the lower court decision that most state and local law enforcement agencies are private entities and not part of the STATE OF NORTH CAROLINA. They were advised by Judge Ridgeway to remove their personal possessions from their names or the People may take them. This was based on the Bond vs. UNITED STATES Supreme Court decision that determined that the People are in fact Sovereign and not the States or the Government. The decision explained that local and state law enforcement officers were committing unlawful actions against the Sovereign People and are liable for their actions.
